Bees, Vicki Frye
Honey Bees are fascinating creatures. My husband Fred and | had them in the mountains east of Albuquerque for 15 years. They were a
delight to watch and to learn about. | thought that | would share with you a few interesting and fun facts.
e Honey bees can fly up to 15 miles per hour.
e A healthy hive can contain more than 60,000 bees. Normally 0-2000 male drones, 1 queen, and up to 50,000-75,000 worker
bees, all females are in the hive.
e A queen lays up to 1500 eggs per day and may lay up to a million in her lifetime. She must mate before she is a month old and
this supply of sperm lasts her whole lifetime.
o Drones are the only male bees and they are there for the only purpose of mating with the queen. They then die immediately
after mating or are killed by the worker bees.
A honey bee may visit up to 2000 flowers a day and fly up to 7 miles from the hive in their search for nectar and pollen.
A worker bee usually lives only 3 weeks during peak nectar flows or for months during the winter.
A worker only produces about 1/12 teaspoon of honey in her lifetime.
Glands on the abdomen convert honey into sugar and then into wax, which is chewed and used to build the comb.
e 100% of the California almond crop is dependent on pollination from bees.
e The Catholic Church requires all Altar candles to be made of bees wax because of its purity.
I will include more fun facts along with the challenges facing bees in our world and information on Mason bees in subsequent articles.

Birds and Butterflies, Joann Layden

Suzy asked me to serve as the Bird and Butterfly Chairman for her term and | am honored to do this and looking forward to learning all
| can about birds and butterflies to pass on to you. Mary Ann Moreno will be Chairman for the Monarchs, but | will be looking for them and
looking out for them, also.

Although spring just started, | have been watching the robins in our meadow as they scamper about on the ground searching for grub.
I’'m not very sure what it is they’re eating off the ground, but | will make it a point to study this and find out all | can about those beautiful
birds. Some days there are about 20 of them (always even numbers so they must be with their mates) hopping around my labyrinth. The
bluebirds have also been active. | just put up a bluebird house this year, hoping it will be filled with little bluebirds soon (although | imagine
they may not notice it in time for their nesting this year).

On April 16™, I noticed the very first hummingbird of the year! It was a female broadtail and | was disappointed that the next day we
had freezing weather and snow the day after! | didn’t see any again, until the 22™ of April when a pair of broadtails arrived, | expect that
they may have flown further south for a little while until it warms up, or the one on the 16™ may have been only passing through. We put
a feeder up around April 12th each year since my Mom insists that they begin arriving by April 17™. She hasn’t been wrong yet, although
some years they do show up earlier. They are always the first to show up on our mountain since at 8800 feet altitude, the weather
stays quite cold until late May or early June. The following is some information about the broadtails that | found on the internet:

“A hummingbird of subalpine meadows, the Broad-tailed Hummingbird ranges across the south-central Rockies in summer. It possesses a
number of physiological and behavioral adaptations to survive cold nights, including the ability to enter torpor, slowing its heart rate and
dropping its body temperature.”

Despite the cold weather we’ve had. I've seen several butterflies around our land, the first one around the first of April was a little

white one, which may have been a butterfly called “Margined White” and I've also seen some “Painted Lady” butterflies.
| am planting a Sumac (Skunk Bush) that should help attract birds and butterflies with its scented flowers and edible berries and also milk
weed plants to help the Monarch population. Keep your binoculars out to watch birds and put out butterfly friendly plants!

Food and and Herb Gardening - Colleen Hinker It’s Time to think about planting!!

Some of you have already perused through seed and plant catalogs, folding down the corners of interesting items. This is a dangerous
thing to do! So many plants/seeds look wonderful and of course, the description promises they will grow anywhere to large sizes to fill
bushel baskets. Read the descriptions carefully. You do not want to put a lot of time and energy into something that is just not meant to
grow in New Mexico! Ask your garden club members what their experience has been. Our members live and grow in many different cli-
mate, soil and water conditions. Here, in Santa Rosa, the weather has been beautiful BUT it can still freeze. Those of you in the south
probably have Iris already, but those of you up in the mountains can only dream of flowers for another couple months.

| start my vegetables plants in a small greenhouse right now and keep a close eye on their progress. My tomatoes and peppers are up
already, but many of my herbs and flowers are slower. The okra is just showing after being soaked in milk for a couple days. Don’t lose
hope, but don’t stop praying! And don’t be afraid of trying something new. | have had some spectacular failures but also some great
surprises. These | save seeds from and put back in every year! Your goal is to find plants that do well in YOUR situation and encourage
them to grow better every year.

A good gardener works on the soil-start here first. It is the composition, temperature and moisture of your garden soil that will ensure
a good crop. Check your PH- check your Moisture down at least 8” and poke a thermometer in to the ground to be sure your soil is at least
75* before plantings (Okra needs 85*) It’s not the air, but the root zone that is important to germinating plants. A healthy plant can survive
attack by pests and disease, so keep them healthy. You may want to add compost or fish emulsion for fertilizer (Not in your house-both
smell) But not too much as you will get really green plants but no fruit or flower. And ENJOY your garden every day. The plants will feel the
love and reward you with their beauty! Go for it!!!

Horticulture Chairman - Ellen Reed

Pruning is one of the most important but least understood practices in woody plant care. To many gardeners, the questions of when
to prune is as confusing as how to prune. In all but regions with very short growing seasons, the pruning shears should be used as much in
the summer season as the dormant winter season but, NOT for the same reasons. Winter pruning stimulates growth and summer pruning
inhibits growth.

General shaping is the main purpose of dormant or late winter pruning, to build a strong, balanced framework. Cut above a bud and
you’ll force a new branch to grow outward or upward in the direction that the bud is facing. The strong surge of spring growth from the
previous year’s carbohydrates stored in the roots will produce sturdy new branches where desired. The only exceptions to late winter
pruning are trees prone to disease during wet spring weather, such as oaks (wilt) and honey locust (cankers). Summer flowering trees and
shrubs should always be pruned before growth starts in the spring.

Summer pruning aims at “thinning out” to let more light into the canopy, at maintaining pleasing natural form, and limiting size. In
areas where the sun is extremely bright, little thinning should be done, while habitually cloudy regions such as the Northwest call for much
more thinning. Branches up to 3” diameter may be removed but, not so many that much bark on the remaining branches would suddenly
be exposed to sun scald. Summer pruning should start when new growth has matured (evidenced by darkening and dulling of the leaves)
and cease a month before frost is expected, to avoid stimulating new cold tender growth.

Two final cautions: plants subject to fire blight, such as apple, pear, hawthorn and mountain ash, should be pruned only in dry
weather. NEVER cut “Flush”; angle the final cut outward so as to leave the ridge of rough bark, called the branch collar to allow callus tis-
sue to form and close the wound.

Tree and Shrubs - Isabel Olsen
As we look in the nurseries and garden centers at this time of year to see what we would like to plant in our yards and gardens, you will find
many fruit trees for sale. Here is some useful information to consider prior to making your selection.
*  Ensure pollination for your fruit trees. Do you wonder why your apple tree hasn’t been producing apples? The problem may be the
lack of cross-pollination. Cross-pollination is the transfer of pollen from one plant to another. And in the case of most apples and
many other fruits, it is required for any fruit to be produced. It is recommended to plant a compatible cultivar within 100 feet of a
standard apple tree (50 feet for semi-dwarf and 20 feet for dwarf varieties) to ensure pollination.
*  Other fruit trees- such as peaches and apricots- are considered self-fertile, meaning they don’t require another tree for pollination.
But many of them provide a better crop when planted in multiples and with compatible cultivars.
*  The benefit and value of trees to a community -
*  Trees add value to your home, help cool your home and neighborhood, break the cold winds to lower your heating costs, and
provide food and shelter for wildlife.

Arbor Day Foundation The following statistics emphasize how important trees are in a community setting.
1) Trees properly placed around buildings can reduce air conditioning need by 30 percent and can save 20-50 percent in energy used
for heating. —USDA Forest Service
2) Trees can be a stimulus to economic development, attracting new business and tourism. Commercial retail areas are more
attractive to shoppers, apartments rent more quickly, tenants stay longer, and space in a wooded setting is more valuable to sell or
rent.—The Arbor Day Foundation
3) If you plant a tree today on the west side of your home, in 5 years your energy bills should be 3% less. In 15 years the savings will be nearly 12%
less. Center for Urban Forest Research
4) Landscaping, especially with healthy mature trees can increase property values as much as 10-20 percent. USDA Forest Service & Management
Information Services.
5) In laboratory research, visual exposure to settings with trees has produced significant recovery from stress within five minutes, as indicated by
changes in blood pressure and muscle tension.

Wildflower & Native Plants - Cynthia Shafer, Chair

Most of us had a good winter snow fall; hopefully, we'll have a good show of wildflowers this spring, summer and fall. Itis late April as
I'm writing this and currently blooming on my property at 7100 feet are: Sand verbena, Indian blanket and Spreading fleabane daisies.

To add wildflowers to a small area of your garden you need to first prepare the soil for best results. Prepare a proper seed bed by loos-
ening the soil surface by raking or tilling. Break up soil lumps to make a smooth surface. Don't worry about removing all the rocks as they
provide a microclimate for germination and seedling development. Distribute seed evenly over the soil surface. Mix the seed with four
parts soil, sand, mulch or sawdust for ease in spreading. Lightly rake this seed mixture into the top 1/4 inch of the soil. Add a light applica-
tion of ammonium phosphate (16-20-0) to wildflowers densely planted. For enhanced germination, spread mulch over the soil surface. This
will maintain soil moisture for a longer period of time, resulting in additional water conservation.

Adding wildflowers to a larger area for naturalization preparing soil as above will be too daunting. Mix the seed with four parts soil,
sand, mulch or sawdust for ease in spreading and scatter throughout the area. Fertilizer in naturalized wildflower plantings is not necessary.
Keep two things in mind: 1) some of the seed will be lost to rodents and birds; 2) most likely watering of this area will depend on Mother
Nature; therefore, it may take up to three years for some seed to germinate.

The above methods are based on my experience both here in New Mexico and in Arizona.

Good sources for wildflower seed are collecting seed on a friend’s property or Wildflower Farm in Fredericksburg, TX. Research the
wildflowers in your area before ordering as you do not want to add any invasive species.

Keep your camera at the ready as spring, summer and fall is the time to photograph the wildflowers in your garden for next year's
awards.

Requirements for the Wildflower & Native Plant Award can be found in the Awards Book located on NMGC website .
